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MINUTES

Ms. Pipersburgh made a motion to approve the draft minutes from the September 7 and October

LEGISLATION

Mr. Seavers reminded Board members of the legislative issue brought up at the Board’s previous
meeting. The Board discussed having its statutes amended to clarify that the Board has authority
to request information about substantiated contact with Child Protective Services (“CPS”) or
similar child-welfare agencies. Mr. Seavers noted that the Board would not seek legislation for
the upcoming session to gain direct access to the CPS central registry.

Mr. Munns suggested that the Board adopt statutory language to explicitly state that the Board
has authority to request information about substantiated CPS contacts. Mr. Munns made
suggestions for language that the Board could adopt.

Mr. LeHew made a motion to propose legislation to clarify the Board’s authority to request

information about substantiated CPS contacts. Mr. Baker seconded the motion, which passed, 4—
0.
